editmissing(A, v) returns A with any missing values changed to v.

editmissing(A, v) replaces all missing values in A with v.

Syntax

numeric matrix editmissing(numeric matrix A, numeric scalar v)

void editmissing(numeric matrix a, numeric scalar v)

result: r × c

editmissing(A, v):
