of coefficients

predict linear predictions

pwcompare pairwise comparisons of estimates

test Wald tests of simple and composite linear hypotheses

testnl Wald tests of nonlinear hypotheses

Description for predict

predict creates a new variable containing the linear prediction assuming that values of the
covariates used for the prediction were measured without error.

. eivreg price weight foreign, reliab(weight .85)

We wish to predict the price of a foreign car that weighs 2,300 pounds. We can use predict
because 2,300 pounds is the true weight, not the result of an error-prone measurement.

To make this prediction, first we add the new observation to the dataset.
. set obs 75
Number of observations (_N) was 74, now 75.
. replace foreign = 1 in 75
(1 real change made)
. replace weight = 2300 in 75
(1 real change made)

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Now, we use predict to predict the price of the car.

. predict newprice in 75

(option xb assumed; fitted values)

(74 missing values generated)

(predictions assume covariates measured without error)

. list weight foreign newprice in 75

weight foreign newprice

75. 2,300 Foreign 6315.957

predict issued a note reminding us that the computed predictions assume that the covariates used
for prediction are measured without error. In general, you should avoid using predict to obtain
in-sample predictions unless you first replace the measurement-error covariates with values that are
error free.
