st_local (name) returns the contents of the specified local macro.

st_local (name, contents) sets or resets the contents of the specified local macro. If the macro
did not previously exist, a new macro is created. If it did previously exist, the new contents replace
the old. To remove a local macro from Mata, type st_local (name, "").
