Description for predict

predict creates a new variable containing predictions such as linear predictions and equation-level
scores.

Menu for predict

Statistics > Postestimation

Syntax for predict

predict [rype] newvar [zf] [m] [, xb ﬂuation(#eqnﬂeqname)]
predict [type] stub* [lf] [in], scores

Scores are only available for observations within the estimation sample.

Options for predict

xb calculates the linear prediction.

equation(#egno | eqname) specifies the equation for which the linear prediction is desired. Spec-
ifying equation(#1) indicates that the calculation be made for the first equation. Specifying
equation(demand) indicates that the calculation be made for the equation named demand,
assuming there is an equation named demand in the model.

If you specify one new variable name and omit equation(), results are the same as if you had
specified equation (#1).

For more information on using predict after multiple-equation estimation commands, see [R] pre-
dict.

scores calculates the equation-level score variables. The jth new variable will contain the scores for
the jth equation of the model.
